3909 Washington Blvd. Piano classes cost $150 per 6 weeks (half term). In order to assess your attributes which favor your acceptance in the piano program, we request that you provide information about your background and readiness to engage in learning piano. Piano students must be able to practice piano every day! It is essential that you be able and willing to devote 40 minutes to piano every day. At first this will be an effort as you begin to train your hands and fingers to conform to the keyboard, but soon enough you will enjoy the time spent in piano practice. For children who are piano students, the best time to start is when they begin writing in school – age 6 or 7. Students who start piano lessons in their teenage years may become great at playing in bands, but it is probably too late for them to expect to be able to enter a music conservatory as a piano student.
  A keyboard for piano lessons must have certain attributes. The keys should be the standard sized keys, not the mini-keys nor the even smaller micro-keys. If a student starts out on small keys it becomes a hindrance for them to switch to standard sized keys. For small children a 49 key keyboard may serve for the first few semesters, but a 61 key keyboard is necessary at a minimum for older students. Best is to think about a 73/76 or 88 key keyboard for those who intend to study piano for the long term. The keyboard must have a sustain pedal after the second semester for adults and is needed by small children by the fifth semester. The keys must have touch response, where playing harder on the keys plays louder in the speakers. Small children can go without touch response for the first 12 weeks, but it is better to have it from the beginning. Adults must have a touch response keyboard for practicing. We can get you a Yamaha Piaggero with the stand, power adapter, and stool for $350. The pedal is about $50.
